D. W. Stevens, a pro-Japan American diplomat, in 1908. This incident
further fueled the passion of Koreans living in the US for the national
independence movement and led to the merging of Ahn Chang-ho’s
Mutual Assistance Society and the United Korean Society in Hawaii into
the National Association in February 1909. In May 1910, the United
Patriotists Society merged with the National Association to form KNA.
KNA established its headquarters in Los Angeles, Hawaii, Mexico,
Manchuria, and Siberia, with all headquarters combined operating 116
local branches, and grew into the largest national independence
organization overseas.

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The Korean National Association (KNA), originally established on February
1,1909, in San Francisco, moved into a newly constructed headquarters
building in Los Angeles and held the building completion ceremony on
April 17, 1938. KNA moved because 30% of Korean immigrants to the US
settled in the Los Angeles area in the 1930s. This KNA Headquarters
Building was designated Historic-Cultural Monument No. 548 (Korean
Independence Memorial Building) by the city of Los Angeles on October 2,
1991.
